Officially Launched in 2023, GEOP is a 4-year basic education outcomes fund, targeting improved literacy and numeracy in public primary schools, as well as the re-integration of out-of-school children into primary schools. This program is funded by FCDO, Gov. Ghana, with support from the World Bank.
